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Intending to mitigate the worst effects
of market-related shocks, the Civilian
Council instituted wide-ranging price
controls on necessities (clothing,
medicine, fuel, and, crucially, food), with
the Lutherian state functioning as a
monopsonistic procurer and distributor.

W to organize themselves along

communitarian principles,
extant property claims and the imperative
of Inter-polis trade rendered a market

economy--built upon the formerly Alliance-
backed drachma--an ineluctable necessity.
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Though successful at distributing
rations, polel with significant tracts of
terraformed land balked; the scheme

was perceived as benefitting urban areas
at the expense of less populous ones, eo
Ipso diminishing their purchasing power
and, consequently, quality of life.
